Sunday’s Gospel, Matthew 25:1-13 
Reflecting in God’s Word 
Sometimes we grow impatient when we read the scriptures 
that anticipate Christ's return. After all, it's been two thousand 
years and not a word! It's easy for all of us to be lulled into 
complacency by such silence. But we not only have a 
responsibility to ourselves to be prepared, we must impress 
upon our children the importance of being ready for Jesus 
when he returns.

Even though the 
Kingdom is not complete yet, we can point out signs where 
life today is in some ways already like the Kingdom. For 
example people loving one another, caring for one another, 
and reaching out to one another in kindness, are all ways that 
point toward the coming Kingdom.
