Consider offering one of the short 
blessings to your child at the beginning or end of the day, when 
your child leaves home in the morning, or when your child re-
turns home at the end of the school day.  Make the sign of the 
cross on your child's forehead as you offer the blessing.

Mutual Respect is Key for Friendships 
Your child will make many friends throughout his lifetime. As 
children grow, their interests change and develop, and they 
meet many new people along the way. But as children make 
new friends, mutual respect should be the guiding principle of 
these relationships. Parents, talk to your children about how 
they should feel in a friendship — true friends care about each 
other and respect each other’s thoughts and feelings and per-
sonal boundaries. If your child isn’t receiving respect from her 
friends, she is learning to accept less than she deserves in a 
relationship. And if she is the one who doesn’t give respect to 
her friends, she is learning emotional power.
